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2nd Business Roundtable: Constructing Futures: Canada–Vietnam Infrastructure Collaboration Potentials

ABOUT THE EVENT: 

The world is more dangerous and divided. The scale and speed of recent trade shifts and technological developments require us to renovate our economic strategy focusing on our strengths and on what we can control. Recent budgetary approaches by both governments have shown remarkable alignment in their efforts to stimulate new drivers of economic growth. This is being pursued through increased investments in both economic and social infrastructure — including housing, transportation, ports, telecommunications, and energy. These initiatives present fresh opportunities for expanding trade and service cooperation between Việt Nam and Canada, particularly among businesses in the construction and infrastructure sectors.

As nations with multiple free trade agreements and a shared understanding of the urgency of diversification, Canada and Vietnam are well-positioned to complement each other. Strengthening collaboration in infrastructure and construction not only enables companies from both sides to optimize supply chains, but also allows each country to serve as a gateway for the other to access broader opportunities across the Indo-Pacific and the Americas.

Currently, Vietnam has 17 FTAs with over 50 countries, similarly, Canada also has 15 FTAs in force and is preparing to sign one with ASEAN. Both Vietnam and Canada value infrastructures investment because it is not only the backbone of the economy but also serves as a key driver for export, employment and future prosperity. Both governments are prioritizing the development of a construction and infrastructure ecosystem by leveraging the advantages of free trade agreements (FTAs), especially in underexplored areas such as government procurement, intra-company transfer (ICT), cross-cumulative rules of origin… Another point of similarity is that 99% of businesses in both Canada and Vietnam are micro and small enterprises. Canada's population size, geographical scope, combined with provincial barriers, can create significant limitations for Canadian construction businesses to grow and scale up. Vietnamese businesses also face challenges related to financial resources, technology, and even their network of partners and language barriers. Now more than ever, the current context forces businesses in both our countries to seize the opportunities at hand, and make more effective use of the CPTPP and the upcoming Canada-ASEAN FTA.
